Project Workers Report

The Project Worker, Mike Cross, confirmed the details of the Convenor’s Report and added the following observations:

· National CCS Framework – ACCSA has worked hard over a number of years to have this implemented and needs to maintain pressure on the government to complete this task

· Privately Operated CCSs – These services need to be included in the scope of the National Framework and be subject to the same regulation as funded services. Until this occurs there  needs to be an awareness campaign that places responsibility on a referrer, such as a Family Court or an FDR provider, to ensure that they are aware of the capacity, qualifications and standards of practice of any privately operated CCS that they refer vulnerable families to.

· ACCSA needs to continue lobbying for increased resources for CCS services given the CCS specific need to provide weekend and out of hours service and the need to provide additional information in the form of reports etc..

· CCS specific training and practice sharing needs to be ongoing and well resourced. There is no Association other than ACCSA that facilitates this occurring. The development of effective, relevant and compassionate service practices and standards is built upon access to regular training and opportunities to share practitioner experiences. ACCSA has developed the capacity to undertake this role in an efficient and cost effective manner.
